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INTRODUCTION

The data presented ln thia report were collected on the seventy-elghth consecuflve
cruise of the Califorala Cooperative Oceanlc Fisherieg Inve3tigatlons progra&.
Ite R/V Black Douglag of the U. S. Ftsh and Wtldlrfe Service and the R/V
Paolina-I of the Scrlpps InsHtu on parttcipated in thle crulse.

The data are tabulated at obeerved depttrs, and the lnterpolated and computed
vafuee are tabulated at standard depths. They are accompanied by charts of
horizontal distrlbution. The presentatlon of data in this report doee not
conBtitute zublicationi however, the data contained in thiB report have been
carefully edited and no modifications should be necessary before final publication.

STANDARD PROCEDI'RES

To indicate degree of accuracy, tenperatures are recorded in tenths of a
degree when obtained by bucket thermometer, thermograph, or bathythermo-
graph, whtle temporatures from reversing thermometerg are recorded in
hundredthg of a degree. Extrapolated valuee and values interpolated between
remote obaervations are entered $dthi-n parenthesee. A hyphen is used to
irdicate a missing obeerved value. Ihe tlme is the tlme of mesoenger releaee.
When more tlan one caat waa made on a gtatlon, meaaenger timeg and wire
angles are given in tle order of increasiag deptb. A liue is left blar* between
the obeerved data of each ca8t.
